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Already he has an agent in Austria and says
he is exporting around 50,000 litres of the
oil a year there. Both the oil and tablet have
been certified as traditional medicines.   
There is a donation box sitting in the small

waiting room, and you can see that many
who turn up here are elderly locals who
normally couldn't afford any kind of
treatment. Many times people left and
nothing went into the donation box. Khun
Ruay says nothing; he does this to help
people, and knows that those who can
afford to do so will always put a little
something in the box to help him out. 

A father of three children, his wife died
two years ago and now Ruay concentrates
on the massages and putting his children
through school. He is teaching his eldest
son the ropes, but is pleased that he is also
presently working as a cook at the
Amanpuri Resort. 

Just looking at the 52
year-old you can see he
is a very fit man. All
those years on the boats
and everyday
massaging has made
him that way. 

He starts at 6am and
continues through to
9pm. I asked him what

he did after work to relax himself. He says
he likes to go fishing or just goes down to
sit on the beach. He says he could get rich
from what he does but when he sits on the
beach is just happy in the knowledge that he
frees people from their suffering.
