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RED FLAG = 
DANGEROUS CONDITIONS

With the onset of the monsoon season, these flags have been put up
at most beaches around the coast. 
Many beaches have strong undertows that can put even
experienced swimmers in jeopardy very quickly. There will be
no-one to save you. There is also tsunami debris being uncovered
and washed up on the beaches. 

Wearing a helmet when riding a
motorbike is required by law in

Thailand. As is an International license
for the class of vehicle you are driving. 

If you are renting a motorbike and
plan to carry a pillion passenger

make sure you get two helmets.
(Rarely enforced)

It is also a requirement to have the
headlight on while riding.

Motorcycle Helmets

Lost your phone but still need your number?
(A) Make a police report about the stolen or lost phone.
(B) You can fax their Head Office with the details of the
numbers and put a temporary hold on the SIM cards.
Take the police report to the office of whoever your carrier is
AIS (Phuket City office only - 23-27 Chana Charoen Rd),
DTAC (Phuket City office Mae Luan Rd)
Tell them what happened and they will replace the SIM card
with a new one. For pre-paid cards, take a copy of your
passport also.
It will, however, set you back 300 Baht (AIS), 220 Baht
(DTAC). Damaged SIM card 100 baht replacement (AIS).
