But
apparently there is a method there from
what we have been told. Once a store
reaches a certain number of daily
customers, then a new one can open in the
same area. We can only hope that the figures
were taken over a longer period than just the
high season.  
Nanai Sports Bar has been running a
promotion for the past month on a two-for-
one on beers (5PM - 7PM) and considering
they are 70 baht, makes it quite cheap.
Whether the  promotion is still on or not by
the time you read this we don't know. It was
going to be stopped before Songkran, but
was still running at press time.
Dirty Nellies has undergone a complete
rebuild and even looks like a real bar now. It
looks like Patsy has sorted out the lease
situation and has put some money into the
refurbishment.

Just off Nanai Rd and down the lane to the
Rock'n'Bowl and the Boxing stadium, the
World Bungy upgrade continues. Not on the
tower which was upgraded before high
season, but the grounds around it. A new

roof has been added to join two buildings
making for a huge usable space even if it
rains and it looks like one end is getting a
massive screen put in for sports telecasts. It
all sounds good for the coming wet season.
