Doing the visa thing

If you are working on the

monthly visa runs with an
alternate run to Malaysia be
aware that although you are
allowed to have no more than
three 30-day stamps on entry
within a 180-day period, the
180 day period can extend to
183 days. Some offices don't
take into consideration that
there are 31 days in some
months and work on the
180-day period being 6 months. 
It is no use getting upset as
immigration officers are under
no obligation to give you a
stamp at all particularly if your
passport is full of them. 

For those on extended visas, be
aware that 90-day reporting is
taken seriously and although the
fine for not reporting has been
reduced, it is still 2,000 baht
even if you miss it by one day,
and could have an effect on
future visas.
