knocked out (of the
competition) in the
quarterfinals. He retired soon
after.

Whether he can get in shape
again in time and even come in
under the 57 kilograms that the
featherweight class requires
remains to be seen but he
insists he is still good enough
to win and has never lost his
fighting edge.
